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News From Lake Meade

We are happy to hawe been
inwited to share in this township
newsletter. Because Lake Meade is
a gated comrmunity the first im-
pression might be that we are not
concerned with things outside our
immediate cormrnunity. The fact is
that's not what we here at Lalke
Meade are about. We are indeed
concerned about the greater corn-
munity, especially Latimore Town-
ship, Reading Township and Adarms
County.

That community concern
dates back some 23 years to the
time when the Lalke Meade Fire
and Rescue Company was organ-

ized. Since 1975 the Lalke Meade

Fire and Rescue Company has
been servwing Latimore Township
as first baclkup for the Yorlk
Springs Fire and Rescue Company.
It also serwes as first badk up for
East Berlin and Hampton fire comn-
panies in Reading Township.

In addition to providing
backup in those situations the
Lalte Meade Fire Company has
worked cooperatively in other ways
such as specialized training exer-
cizes. This past winter, for exam-
ple, Lake Meade hosted a cold wa-
ter rescue training exercise that
was open to all the fire companies
in Adsms County. On June 1
2002, the Lale Meade Fire Com-

pany, in conjunction with York
Springs, will be running a coronu-
nity health fair at the York Springs
fire hall. In addition, the Lake
Meade Fire Police are awailahble
upon request to the greater cormmou-
nity as emergencles arise.

The Lake WMeade Fire Com-
pany iz thankful for the generous
support it receives from Latirmore
Township and seeks to provide a
waluahle service in return.

The Township Solicitor

Latimore Township, Adams
County, Pennsylvania is a Second
Claszs Township, which is organized
and controlled by the Second Class
Township Code. The Code sets
forth the criteria for a Township
Solicitor including the powers and
duties of the position.

The Township Solicitor
shall direct and control the legal
matters of the Township. In most
cases, the Township Solicitor will

not only provide advice and control
of legal matters to the Board of
Superisors, but to all other De-
partments, Commissions, employ-
ees and Officials as well.

The Second Class Town-
ship Code sets forth the duties of
the Zolicitor, which include, arnong
other things the preparation and
approval of bonds, obligations, con-
tracts, leases, convewances, ordi-
nances and assurances to which

the Township may be a party. The
Township Bolicitor commences and
prosecutes all actions hrought by
the Township for or on account of
any of the estates, rights, trusts,
privileges, claims or demands and,
in addition, defends the Township
or any Township Officer against all
actions or suits brought against the
Township or Township Officer in

Drought Emergency

Govw. Schweilker declared a
drought emergency on Feb. 12, Cur-
rently, 24 Pennsylwania counties
are in drought-emergency status
including Adarns County.

Drought regulations  re-
quire that a person who wants to
fill or top-off & swirmming pool from
a public water supply must first get
approval frormn the public water sup-
plier. Many public water suppliers
are requiring that this approval be
requested in writing. Approval is
not required for filling kiddie pools
if thew hawe no recirculation equip-
ment such as filters or pumps. Pri-
wate well owners also fall under
these restrictions Water may be
purchased from private water sup-

plies unaffected by the drought.
&lthough regulations allow
for sorme exceptions, outdoor gar-
dens and landscaped areas can be
watered only between the hours of
5 prn. and 9 arm. by using a hand-
held container, a hand-held hose
equipped with an automatic shuat-
off nozzle, or an irrigation system
designed and operated to restrict
the titning or total wolume of water
and to restrict the application to
specific plantings in a manner that
enaures effective water conserva-
tion. "Effective water conservation”
means that water is applied in the
minimum quantities necessary and
in a manner that prevents runoff of
water to sidewallzs, driveways and

established grass areas.

& good way to conserve
water in the garden during a
drought iz to spread mulch, com-
post or other organic material like
shredded leawes around plants in
order to slow the evaporation rate.

Watering of lawns is
strictly prohibited; established
lawmns must be allowed to remain
dormant until conditions improwe.
MNewly zeeded or sodded lawn areas
may be watered from 5 pr to 9
a.r. by buclets or hand-held hose
equipped with an automatic shut-
off nozzle, or from T pm. to 11 pm.
by sprinklers and other irrigation
methods that ensure effective water
conservation. Decls, sidewalks and
patios should be swept clean in-

tion before any Court in this Cormmon-
wealth. Finally, the Township Solicitor
shall furnish to the Board of Superi-
20TE, Upon request, an opinion upon any

question of lar.

Many citizens often wiew
the Township Solicitor as a
Fourth superwisor.” This view iz a
mistaken one, as a Township Bo-
licitor may certainly provide ad-
wice and contribute to discussions

at a Township Meetings, but he or she
at no tirne has the power to wote or to
malke any final decisions, which are
solely reserved to the Board of Super-
WISOrs.
